Take-Home Essays– Due Wednesday, 10/5  Choose FOUR to complete as part of your test.
Be thorough – remember that a good answer restates the question as an intro sentence, gives several examples, and finishes with a concluding sentence.   A good answer will usually include at least 5 sentences and/or 100 words.  Use complete sentences!   

1. Hard times bring out the best in some people and the worst in others.  This was very true during the Great Depression.  Give at least two examples of each.  You may include major characters and minor characters like the ones they encountered briefly during their journey.

2. Howie appeared very briefly in the book.  Explain why you think the author included him in the book and had him die so early.

3. The title of the book comes from Josh’s thoughts on page 98.  Is this a good title for the book?  Explain why or why not. If you do not think it is, suggest another title and explain why it would be better.

4. There is a great deal of conflict in this book.  Give examples of at least three conflicts, one of which should be an internal conflict.  How does the setting contribute to these conflicts?

5. The boys encounter a variety of people that only appear for a small time, maybe just part of a page or chapter.  What purpose do these characters serve?  Give at least 3 examples.

6. What is symbolism, and what do you think the banjo symbolizes?  Be sure to discuss at least three appearances of the banjo to support your discussion.

7. How do you think YOU would react during such desperate times?  Be reflective and honest, giving specific examples of events in the book and how you would have reacted.  (Don’t be unrealistic, saying you’d punch the shoe store man.)f

8. Characters often change throughout the course of a story.  How does Josh change, and what does he realize about himself?  

9. When Josh and Joey find shelter in an old schoolhouse, the quote “Reduce to the lowest common denominator” is written on the chalkboard (p. 119).  Explain why this is meaningful, and give examples.
