Persuasion Paper Assignment

1. Paragraph 1:  introductory paragraph

2. Paragraph 2:  First support paragraph (Reason 1 for your opinion). This paragraph gives facts to support your argument (logos) and appeals to emotion as well (pathos).

3. Paragraph 3:  Second support paragraph (Reason 2 for your opinion). This paragraph gives facts to support your argument (logos) and appeals to emotion as well (pathos).

4. Paragraph 4:  Third support paragraph (Reason 3 for your opinion). This paragraph gives facts to support your argument (logos) and appeals to emotion as well (pathos).

5. Paragraph 5:  Concluding paragraph

The finished paper will…

· include “works cited” at the end, formatted in MLA style.  The “works cited” section must contain at least three sources.  The sources might be websites, videos from reputable sources, magazine or journal articles, etc.
· include facts located by conducting research, but it must be entirely in your own words. Plagiarism will result in a failing grade, and you will still rewrite it! 

· use appropriate transitional words throughout, as well as correct grammar, spelling, punctuation, etc.
